•  Suppor t  the  e rad ica t ion of 
discrimination, especially with regard 
to physical appearance; 

•  Provide social opportunities that 
enhance the personal growth and self-
esteem of its members; 

•  Exemplify diversity and inclusiveness 
in our community; 

•  Promote the healthy expression of 
alternative lifestyles; and 

• F o s t e r  p o s i t i v e  c o m m u n i t y 
involvement and service.

communication among the board and 
membership. I invite you to our regular monthly 
meetings. The times and locations will be 
posted on the website and members only 
calendar. I invite your letters and emails. I will 
publish and respond to all in this column.
